PUBLIC HEARING

Consideration of Conditional Use Permit (CUP10-10101) to establish the sale of beer and
wine within an existing convenience store at 15986 Main Street (Applicant: American
Planet, Inc.; APN: 0413-034-34) (Staff Person: Lisette Sanchez-Mendoza).

Assistant Planner, Lisette Sanchez-Mendoza gave a brief staff report. She also introduced a
green sheeted item (See Attachment 1).

Vice Chair Muller reviewed the various markets in the area that sell beer and liquor. He
stated that the close vicinity of the markets was a concern.

Project Planner, Lisette Sanchez-Mendoza stated that she had discussed the site with the
Department of Alcohol and Beverage Control (ABC), which outlined the tract for the proposed
address. Based on the address give, ABC provided a list of the additional stores with an ABC
License.

Vice Chair Muller commented on additional markets located at 11th Avenue and Main
Street.

Chair Elvert questioned if ABC had expanded on the reasoning for not approving the license
without the consent of the City.

Project Planner, Lisette Sanchez-Mendoza stated that ABC requires that the City is requires
the City to make a finding of Public Conformance or Necessity based on the fact of over
concentration.

Principal Planner, Dave Reno AICP clarified that the ABC laws changed a few years ago; it
used to be ABC:s sole discretion to make the finding of Public Convenience or Necessity.
However, when the law changed, a license requiring the finding of Public Convenience or
Necessity was to be determined by the City. ABC can no longer issue a license if the area is
found to be over concentrated, unless the City makes the finding of Public Convenience or
Necessity.

Commissioner Jensen questioned if ABC always requires the City to make the findings for
Public Convenience or Necessity.

Project Planner, Lisette Sanchez-Mendoza reviewed the process for ABC liquor license
issues with respect to overconcentration, and/or a license for a business within the Main Street
and Freeway Corridor Specific Plan.

Commissioner Jensen questioned if the proposed license for the market meet ABC standards.

Chair Elvert Opened the Public Hearing: 6:47 PM

No Comments to Consider.
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Chair Elvert Closed the Public Hearing: 6:48 PM
Commissioner James questioned the reasoning for recommending approval of the CUP.

Principal Planner, Dave Reno AICP reviewed Staff perspective, and markets located in the
area.

Chair Elvert stated that if the Commission would like more information, then the
Commission could request that Staff bring the item back with additional information.

Commissioner Jensen stated that oversaturation was a concern.

Motion by Stephen James to deny: Commission James motioned to deny Resolution No.
PC-2010-07, as presented, denying Conditional Use Permit (CUP10-10101). , Seconded by
Julie Jensen, passed with the following roll call vote:

Commissioner James motion to deny the Conditional Use Permit, reasoning that oversaturation
was an issue

Consideration of Specific Plan Amendment (SPL10-10106) and Conditional Use Permit
(CUP09-10289), to change the subject property from Regional Commercial, Commercial
Industrial Business Park, and Rural Estate Residential to Public/Institutional Overlay
within the Main Street and Freeway Corridor Specific Plan and to establish a motocross
racetrack on approximately 77.8 gross acres located on the west side of U.S. Hishway 395,
generally north of Poplar Street (Applicant: CEMX, LL.C; APN:3064-551-01 thru 04, 06
thru 08. and 3064-561-06) (Staff Person: Stan Liudahl).

Project Planner, Stan Liudahl AICP gave a brief staff report. He also introduced a green
sheet item (See Attachment 2).

Vice Chair Muller questioned if homes still existed on the parcel requiring fencing.

Senior Planner, Stan Liudahl AICP stated that the homes still existed. He also stated that
the property being reviewed requiring fencing was vacant.

Vice Chair Muller questioned emergency services during races; he referred staff to page 2-3,
"Medical Services," in the Agenda.

Senior Planner, Stan Liudahl AICP stated that it would be best to question the
applicant/operator regarding EMTs being onsite during events.
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Commissioner Jensen questioned the amount of water that would be consumed over the
course of a year.

Senior Planner, Stan Liudahl AICP reviewed the water usage for the site.

Commissioner Jensen clarified that the water usage summed up to 12 million gallons per
year. She questioned if there was a 50% return on the water due to percolation.

Senior Planner, Stan Liudahl AICP stated that due to the lack of paving on the site, there
was a higher degree of percolation on the site.

Commissioner Jensen clarified that the site was a wash. She compared the water usage of the
current proposal with water usage of the Dr. Pepper/Snapple Plant, stating that the comparison
shows, the Dr. Pepper/Snapple Plant’s water usage was approximately 250 million gallons per

year (being exported out of the valley), and the CEMX site water usage would

be approximately 6 million gallons per year (with the consideration of water percolation on the
site). She then questioned dust and what considerations the owner/operator had made for dust

control.

Senior Planner, Stan Liudahl AICP reviewed some of the issues regarding the use of
dust palliatives. He stated that plain water was the best when considering the use of the site.

Commissioner James questioned the frontage development of the site.
Senior Planner, Stan Liudahl AICP reviewed the development along the frontage of the site.

Commissioner James stated that there was a condition which states that there would be no
sales of alcohol. He questioned if alcohol was prohibited from being consumed on the site.

Senior Planner, Stan Liudahl AICP stated that prohibiting alcohol could be conditioned;
however, he stated that enforceability would be an issue.

Principal Planner, Dave Reno AICP stated that with overnight stays on the site it would be
difficult to regulate alcohol usage on the site.

Commissioner James questioned complaints about noise.

Senior Planner, Stan Liudahl AICP stated that no complaints had been received with
regards to noise.

Chair Elvert stated that he was concerned about the three sided fence.

Senior Planner, Stan Liudahl AICP stated that there was already fencing across the front of
the property in question.
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Chair Elvert stated that he was concerned about the site only having one access. He
addressed emergency concerns, questioning where emergency vehicles would gain access.

Senior Planner, Stan Liudahl AICP reviewed where the majority of the activity would be
located at on the site. He also reviewed access for the site.

Senior Engineer, Tom Thornton stated that with the new fire station off of Caliente it was
felt by staff and the Fire Department that the proposed access was the preference for the site.

Commissioner Jensen questioned the largest event to be scheduled at the site.

Senior Planner, Stan Liudahl AICP stated that the operator should address the question
regarding the size of scheduled events.

Chair Elvert Opened the Public Hearing: 7:13 PM

Applicant, Chris Bugg reviewed concerns addressed by the Commission. He stated that the
activity was a risky sport and individuals who participate in events are required to sign a
medical release. He clarified that 2 EMTs would be stationed on site during a race. He
discussed the water issue and the operations concerning dust control. He reviewed the roads,
camping areas, and alcohol use on the site. He stated that he was in agreement with the
fencing requirements. He stated that a second access could be configured for the site if the
Commission chose to condition the site for additional access. He also stated that he had not
had any complaints regarding noise.

Chair Elvert questioned the amount of overnight spaces would be on the site and if there
would be water an electric for each site.

Applicant, Chris Bugg stated that there would be no water or electrical hook-ups onsite;
therefore, units being pulled onto the lot for overnight stay would be required to be self-
contained.

Chair Elvert questioned the organization of traffic and parking for the individuals who
choose not to stay overnight on the site.

Applicant, Chris Bugg reviewed the parking and traffic for the individuals who do not stay
overnight on the site.

Hesperia Resident, Burke Larson stated that he represented the property owners across 395
to the east. He questioned the time frame for the track to be functional. He also questioned if
there would be more professional and/or organized races that may create overflow traffic. He
requested more specifics on the plan for dust control. He questioned additional access on the
site; stating that the site appeared to have more access points. He also questioned the hours for
grooming the track.
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
